Genetics in Breeding
presented by Jerold S Bell, DVM DBA Veterinary Genetic Counseling

Jerold S w DVM is Adjunct Professor of Genetics at the Cummings School of Veterinary
Medicine at Tufts University. Dr. Bell serves on the hereditary diseases committee of

the World Small Animal Veterinary Medical Association, the Board of Dire ctors of the
OFA, and the AKC Canine Health & Welfare Advisory Panel. He is author of
AVeterinary Medical Guide to Dog & Cat Breedso@¢
genetics and genetic counseling at Michigan Sta te University and University
oMissouri. His DVM is from Cornell University. He practices small animal medicine at
Freshwater Veterinary Hospital in Enfield, CT. Dr. Bell and his wife Candice breed and
show Gordon Setters in conformation, hunt test, obedience, and dock diving.

The seminar will be in 2 parts:

Morning:
9am to 12:00pm

PART 1: The first part will be based on an analysis of a computerized Australian Terrier pedigree
database, registration statistics, and pedigree analysis of influential Australian Terrier dogs and
wwbitches. It will discuss genetic diversity in the breed, genetic depletion, how the selection of
mates and types of matings manipulate the genes of ancestors in the pedigree, and popular sire
syndrome. A question and answer opportunity will close Part 1.

10 minute break

PART 2: The second part will discuss the genetic disorders affecting the Australian Terrier, with
updates from conversations with any pertinent researchers. The Australian Terrier health survey
will be analyzed in relation to what is seen in the field. The discussion will cover the different
types of genetic tests, their availability, and their proper use. It will include breeding
recommendations to manage different types of genetic disorders. A question and answer
opportunity will close Part 2.
